MINISTRY TIME

measures of freedom, healing, and forgiveness that need 
to take place.  For others, there may be a stirring to action 
that is both overwhelming and intimidating.  Take time 
as a group to pray over those in either of these 
areas, asking the Lord to infuse courage and 
strength to engage these difficult and broken 
issues well.

TAKING ACTION 
This week, pray for the unborn and the orphans 
of the Abilene region and the state of Texas. 
Ask the Lord to end abortion, to cover over the sins of our 
nation, and to bring revival. Pray also for the orphans of 
Taylor County, asking Jesus to stir the churches within our 
region to provide loving, Spirit-filled homes of healing for 
these orphans.
