Jesus lived life, including performing miracles, not by His

but by the power of the Holy Spirit within Him. He
was guided by the Spirit.

(In. 5:19; Mt. 4:3)

We cannot really be a Christian and not be guided by the Holy
Spirit. A Christian is a of Jesus and seeks to live
life guided by the Holy Spirit just like Jesus.

The same Holy Spirit in Jesus is within every person who is
truly a follower of Jesus. And God’s Spirit desires to guide us

We must seek to be like Jesus, staying in step with the Spirit
not just day by day, but moment by moment. It is
to being a Christian.

We must face our to live life guided by the
Spirit.
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A great strategy of the enemy is deceiving us into
and/or what is designed to be the very source of our
Christian life.
